While mutualism is where both
species benefit, commensalism is
when one species benefits and the
other remains unaffected, howev-
er, in parasitism, while one spe-
cies benefits, the other is harmed.
She sighed thinking how most of
mankind had created relationships
around them that could be classi-
fied as parasitism. Each one of
them was trying to benefit from
the other, uncaring of how it
would end up harming the others.
Mankind seemed to be self-
centered and extremely short-
sighted in their approach to every-
thing around them.

“Well, the fish and plants share
a symbiotic relationship. The big-
gest benefit of a plant to the fish is
that it produces oxygen and ab-
sorbs the carbon dioxide and am-
monia that is generated by the fish
through its waste. When the fish
is surrounded by aquatic plants,
the plants help in balancing the
ecosystem and keeping the fish
healthy. Look in the direction
where the sun shines, you will be
able to see the underwater world a
little more clearly. See how the
plants are providing shelter and
security to the fish.” She said this
as they both moved closer to the
area where the world below the
surface of the water seemed to be
sparkling under the sun’s rays.

She continued, “You know when
a fish is pregnant, she hides in be-
tween the roots of the plants to lay
her eggs and the roots then become
the protective shield for the new-

water quality by stopping the
growth of algae by using fish
waste, uneaten food, and other
decaying matter. These plants con-
stantly strive to maintain the pH
levels of the water. The hydrogen
that the plants use while preparing
their food increases the pH levels,
also, as they absorb the carbon
dioxide from water, this also im-
proves the pH levels. Did you
know that it is difficult for both the
fish and plants to survive without
the other? If the fish do not pro-
duce waste, the plants will not get
their nutrients and can die. And if
the roots of the plants do not ab-
sorb the fish waste, the water be-
comes toxic and the fish can die.”

Dear readers! Sound waves enter
the ear and travel through three
different parts before entering a
fluid within the ear.

In reaction to
this, the brain responds, or the
sense of hearing is activated. The
environment also contains sound
waves that are beyond the frequen-
cy range that is audible to human
beings. Humans can detect fre-
quencies that range approximately
between 20Hz to 20kHz and can-
not hear frequencies that are out-
side this range — that is, one cannot
hear frequencies that are less than
20Hz or more than 20kHz.

Light travels in waves, and these
waves have different wavelengths
and frequencies. Light waves with
a shorter wavelength have higher
frequencies and vice versa.

Sound establishes the relation-
ship between speech, hearing, and
sight and collectively, they draw
one’s attention towards an object.
While on one hand, the imbalance
in the proportions of speech, hear-
ing, and sight can cause deafness
and muteness in people, on the
other hand, the environment in
which a mother lives influences
the development of a child in the
womb and can result in deafness
and muteness too.

Electromagnetic waves do not
need a medium to travel and can
move forward without water and
air. If the frequency of these
waves increases to a certain ex-
tent, they are referred to as rays
that travel straight. Due to the
short wavelength and higher fre-
quency, these rays can easily pen-
etrate matter.

Though the nature of the test differs everywhere, the procedure is
the same. Life tests our ability of endurance, and spirituality offers the
strength that is needed for it. The mind of a disciple becomes stronger
when it is aligned with their spiritual master. Otherwise, the disciple
remains in doubt. One attains the warp and wefts of spirituality
through focus, in other words, the first lesson of spirituality is concen-
tration. Through focus one can attain the knowledge of the creation.

“This is the Book whereof there is no doubt, a guidance unto those
who are pious. Who believe in the unseen, and establish worship,
and spend of that We have bestowed upon them.” (Quran, 2:2-3)

Apart from the resources that one needs for the nourishment of the
body, the resources of knowledge are also included in the provisions.
Just as nutrition is a requirement for the nurturing of the body, the soul
also wants to absorb the waves of the resources.

One of the meanings assigned to the spending of the resources provid-
ed by God is, “Acquiring the knowledge of creation, and disseminating
it amongst the creatures.” This knowledge is acquired only by those
whose thinking pattern is free from doubt. The knowledge of creation
activates clarity and the ability to comprehend; it strengthens the person
and lifts the veil of the limited thinking pattern which blocks the path of
witnessing the universe. An individual thinks that they are seeing the
universe, while in reality, what one witnesses is according to how one
sees things.

The spectacle of limited vision sees impermanence in every creature,
while the world of faith reveals that there are no changes or pauses in
“the knowledge of the proportion of things”. By impermanence it does
not mean that the creature has changed, it means that the same shape
and form of a creature presents itself over and over again in different
ways. When one is introduced to someone that they are seeing after a
decade, though the memories open up, they have no idea where the 10
years have passed.

The law is that every creature is diminishing, growing, and that the
creature that is growing is disappearing, however, an individual re-
mains unaware of their diminish and growth. They are going through
impermanence, but see the strength of their abilities. They do not have
the power to see the mechanism of this impermanence. Though being
10 years old is a result of the impermanence, however, the witnessing

Even those who have properties are stressed
due to financial and societal issues. These issues are of various kinds,
however, they are not related to wealth; rather they are related to
one’s attitude.

When one reads these examples, their mind turns towards those with
whom they are not in good terms. This is the very reason for failure
and intellectual incompetence. As one does not introspect and look
inwards, they do not develop the tolerance to realise that the individual
is one, however, their status differs everywhere. A son, brother, father,
husband, and son-in-law are the roles of a man. A woman, on the other
hand, plays the role of a daughter, sister, mother, wife, and daughter-in
-law, all at the same time. Every individual is in unity internally, and
experiences multiplicity externally. When we introspect and look in-
wards, we can see our attitude with clarity. On the other hand, when
we look outwards, the multiplicity of the roles that we play takes us
further away from being retrospective.
